ÅThe first stage of the Code gives guidance 

on:

ïSelection of an appropriate site 

ïDefining where recycled organic material may 

be used on-site

ïGathering information.

ïStakeholder Interaction.

ïAssessment against recommended criteria.



ÅThis process will be largely DESK BASED

ïThe main output would delineation of:

ÅSite boundaries

ÅDesignated areas

ÅRelevant features (homes, factories, roads, water)

ÅTopography (steep slopes?)

ÅOther features (areas of shallow groundwater and 

waterlogged areas)

ïDiscussions with stakeholders



ÅKey points to remember in Stage 1 of the 

Code

ïGather together available relevant information on the 

site

ïContact local regulators and stakeholders

ïCheck site for evidence of contamination and seek 

specialist advice if necessary

ïAssess site against recommended criteria

ïProduce map(s), delineate key features.
